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remotely over a high-speed network, can
access content simultaneously. Thus, media is
available to any authorised user, anywhere, at
any time following the broadcast.

Likewise, the duplication of recorded
media is much faster with Observer than with
tape-based systems. Operating in a digital
environment, Observer maintains the quality
of media, without the loss associated with
VHS tape. Multiple copies of media can be
created and distributed without risking the
quality of content or removing media from
archives at the risk of physical loss.

The Volicon Observer gives the individual
operator greater functionality while
enhancing overall workflows. The system’s
advanced monitoring capabilities allow for
centralised monitoring, competitive news
analysis, quality of service (QoS) monitoring,
automated import of as-run logs, and
advanced ad and content verification through
closed-captioning text and keyword searches.
This new generation of monitoring
technology also adds value to content
repurposing operations, as recorded content
can be easily clipped and published on a Web
site or pushed to mobile devices.

Distribution of media assets to viewers
over new platforms such as the Web and
mobile devices offers broadcasters the
opportunity to increase revenues leveraging
assets they already own. Content recorded via
the Observer can be clipped and easily
published to a Website, or pushed to mobile
customers via PDAs, handheld video players,
and cell phones.

Broadcasters are finding that posting
current events, sports highlights, and
breaking news online can help promote
televised news programming and offer the
community a valuable, current and ‘always-
on’ source of local information. With the
tools to make content available as news
develops, broadcasters can deliver the most
up-to-date and accurate information. Using
a very similar workflow, broadcasters also
can deliver breaking news and other
valuable content via mobile device, flexing
their unique news content for a broader
audience,

As digital video technologies continue to
evolve, so too does the Observer system and
the value-added features it provides. Few
broadcasters would dispute that digital
operations are the current standard, and
digital monitoring is no exception. Observer
offers users a range of new tools that enrich
daily broadcast operations and open up new
opportunities for efficient growth.
